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Children in Conflict
with Law

MEANING

A child is in conflict with law where
he or she has committed or has
been accused of having committed
an offence. Depending upon the
local context children may also be
in conflict with law where they are
dealt with by the juvenile justice
or adult criminal justice system for
reason of being considered to be in
danger by virtue of their behavior or
the environment in which they live.

The term ‘children in conflict with
the law’has come into usage as an
alternative to ‘juvenile delinquent’,
which carries a certain stigma.
‘Children in conflict with the law’
means any child who comes into
contact with law enforcement
authorities because he or she is
suspected of breaking the law or of
participation in ‘anti-social’behaviour
or because he or she is considered
likely to become involved in crime.

In this regard, it is important to bear
in mind that an act against the law
does not necessarily mean that a
person is guilty of an offence.To be
guilty, a person must have acted
with awareness of what he or she
was doing, with intent, and without
duress or undue influence.

It is essential to understand that not
all children in criminal justice systems
are criminals, but rather children in
need of care and protection. Children
may be in conflict with the law or
may be arrested for activities that are
officially criminalized in legislation
but which the international human
rights community calls to be
decriminalized as a matter of urgency
(status offences). Some children
who have not engaged in criminal
behavior are nevertheless arrested
illegallyThere is also a category
of children who are directed to
the criminal system because the
care system is lacking. However,
the present manual addresses the
situation of children who are alleged
as, accused of, or recognized as
having infringed the penal law.
